1. Call to order at 7:05pm
2. Approval of January 8th, 2015 Meeting Minutes – Carolyn Dahlgren motioned to approve the minutes; Gerald Fielding second; all were in favor
3. Covenant Amendments Follow Up
a. Questionnaire – The Board decided to table the Covenant Amendment discussion until the March Meeting
4. Water Tank Inspection
a. Determine best month to perform the work – late April to early May
b. Enter contract with vendor to perform work
i. Mannix Painting – Peter May motioned to use Mannix Painting for the water tank work; Gerald Fielding second; all were in favor
ii. Assignments: Peter May will contact Mike with Mannix Painting to let him know he was awarded the project and to discuss coordination, a specific date, and tank color.
c. Scott Leslie
i. Recommends that the Board hire a tank truck to take place of the actual tank during the water tank work
ii. Mannix Painting’s quote does not include hooking into another water supply (truck).  
iii. Who handles coordination?
1. Assignments: Krystle Ortell will contact tank truck companies – Thirsty Trucking (945-8729) and Peak Portable (216-7576).  Peter May will contact Electricians – Kevin Madison was recommended because he is familiar with the HOA’s system.  The sign stating “conserve water” will put it out when the work begins.
iv. Cost – the board believes the total cost of the project will be around $50,000 and will be taken from the reserves account
v. [bookmark: _GoBack]Paint Color – The board determined that the exterior of the tank should be painted as close to the current color as possible using the recommended paint by Mike (“Tnemic”).   Per state regulations the interior must be painted white.
