1. Call to order at 7:15 pm

2. Approval of 3/12/2014 minutes.  Carolyn Dahlgren made motion to approve with the appropriate changes made to minutes.  Seconded by Tom Hazard.  All in favor.  Minutes approved

3. HOA Lawyer
a. Craig Corona was mentioned to represent the HOA; however there is a conflict of interest with the water board.  
b. Carolyn Dahlgren presented the Board with a letter to send to seven lawyers (the letter is available to homeowners upon request)
c. The seven lawyers that the letter will be sent to are:

d. The board will look at the responses from the lawyers and decide who they want to interview at the June 4th meeting
e. Peter May made motion to send the letter to the seven lawyers.  Seconded by Tom Hazard.  All in favor

4. Irrigation Pipe Damage
a. Carolyn Dahlgren reached out to Michael Prehm (Road and Bridge Department) regarding the irrigation pipe damage via email
i. On April 2nd, 2014 Carolyn received a letter from CTSI regarding the damaged irrigation pipe and requesting additional information to prove that the Road & Bridge Department caused the damage
ii. After review of the letter Tom Hazard and Peter May decided that they would fix the damaged irrigation pipe
b. Carolyn presented Peter May and Tom Hazard with a letter to send to the Road and Bridge Department complimenting them on Mike Prehm’s work and stating that the HOA would fix the damaged irrigation pipe.  
i. Tom Hazard motioned for the letter to be sent to the R&B Department.  Seconded by Peter May.  All in favor
c. Mike Prehm mentioned to Carolyn Dahlgren that the irrigation pipes are in the county’s right of way and may have to be moved in the future.
i. Peter May will looks through his records to determine if the developer and/or board received a utility permit from the county to place pipes in right of way
1. A utility permit would determine if the HOA or the county is responsible for the expense of moving the irrigation pipes
ii. Tom Hazard stated that the board should be careful asking for the R&B Department to use caution when plowing, etc. because the pipes are on their right of way and it is easier and less expensive to replace parts than to move the pipes completely

5. Barbed Wire
a. The barbed wire that the board wants to remove is located on the open space adjacent to 0034 Kings Row Avenue
b. The barbed wire is currently on the ground and may be a hazard.
c. May 3rd at 9:30 am – weather permitting for barbed wire clean up
i. Volunteers needed – Krystle to send email asking for volunteers
ii. Tom Hazard and Peter May will lead the volunteers in the removal of the barbed wire
iii. Volunteers are to wear leather gloves and work jackets/pants that they don’t mind ripping
iv. Alternate date of May 17th at 9:30 am if the weather on May 3rd isn’t suitable for removal of the barbed wire
d. Tom Hazard volunteered to take the barbed wire to the Pitkin County Dump for recycling

6. Board Members
a. Carolyn Dahlgren emailed Christian Lewis asking if he was still interested in being on the board
i. No response was received
b. Carolyn Dahlgren drafted Resolution: Non-Owners as Representatives of Owners and Limited Power of Attorney 
i. The board needs to sign the resolution because the current board members are non-record owners
ii. The board needs to get legal opinion
c. Peter May motioned for the Limited Power of Attorney to be sent to Julie Mikus & Franklin White.  Carolyn Dahlgren seconded.  Tom Hazard abstained due to a possible conflict of interest
d. If the Limited Power of Attorney is signed by Julie Mikus and Franklin White then the Resolution: Non-Owners as Representatives of Owners will go into effect
i. Tom Hazard and Gina White are to deliver the Limited Power of Attorney to Julie Mikus and Franklin White.
1. Upon signing Tom Hazard and Gina White are to deliver a copy to Krystle Ortell
2. Upon signing Peter May will sign the Resolution: Non-Owners as Representatives of Owners with Limited Power of Attorney attached

7. Sahnow Addition
a. The ARC Board approved the Sahnow addition with no changes
i. Tom Hazard motioned to approve the Sahnow addition.  Seconded by Peter May.  All in favor
b. The ARC Board received a check for $150.00 from Adam Sahnow – this is in accordance to the fee schedule of the ARC Board
i. Sahnow’s are not sure that they will complete the addition.  Peter May gave the check to Krystle Ortell to hold onto until the Sahnow’s decide if they will move forward with addition, if they decide not to the check will be returned to the Sahnow’s.
c. Carolyn Dahlgren noticed that the ARC Statutes don’t align with the Resolutions of the Homeowners Association
i. Carolyn Dahlgren would like to invite the ARC Board to attend and HOA meeting to discuss
ii. Carolyn Dahlgren has volunteered to review the ARC Statutes against the Resolutions, Covenants and Bylaws of the Homeowners Association

8. New Business

i. Peter May will call the Gunter’s and request payment
b. Krystle Ortell and Carolyn Dahlgren will look to see if the HOA has any outstanding liens
