    Other Business 
The dig for the “T” and 2 isolation valves was successful! The “T” was located and one existing valve was found, exercised and functioning and one new valve was installed.   There is now one valve on each side of the “T”.  KR HOA now has eight (8) exercised and functioning isolation valves for the water system.  The other six (6) vales were located and exercised, three (3) at the intersection of KR North and Prince Dr and three (3) at the intersection of KR South and Prince Dr.  The eight (8) valves allow partial isolation of the subdivision so KR will no longer have to turn off the water to the entire subdivision at one time when a shut off is called for or necessary.  This stage of the water system maintenance is complete.  There was also a break in the irrigation pipe on the corner of KR North and Prince Dr during the time that the excavator was working on the location for the “T” and was then fixed by the excavating company.
Tom Hazard has reworked the entrance to the pump house on open space and laid new gravel. 
Irrigation system is up and running.  Maintenance and repairs will be completed as needed.
